This is a progress note on Kal McManus.

This 67-year-old male comes today with history of significant dizziness. Blood pressure especially following down when he starts getting up. He has had few episodes where he fell down so he is here for further advised.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient had coronary bypass in 1997. He had five-vessel bypass prior to that and he has few stents placed since. The patient also had carpal tunnel syndrome in the past bilateral, which was surgically corrected in 2000. He also had cardiac catheterization recently in 2004 and history of hernia repair when he was very young. The patient is on few medications, which includes Ranexa 1 g daily, aspirin 81 mg daily, Crestor 40 mg daily, Zetia 10 mg daily, aspirin 81 mg daily, midodrine 5 mg three times daily, and Brilinta 90 mg twice daily.

REVIEW OF SYSTEM: He complains of dizziness and vertigo even when he is laying down sometimes he feels head is spinning. He also complains of significant dizziness when getting up.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: This is 67-year-old male.

Vital Signs: Height 6’2”, weight 187 pounds, blood pressure 125/77 while sitting but on standing it was 90/62, and saturation which was 97% dropped to 88%. Carotids were palpable.
Eyes/ENT: Grossly unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.
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DIAGNOSES:

1. Vertigo.

2. Postural hypertension.

3. History of coronary artery disease.

4. History of hyperlipidemia.

RECOMMENDATIONS: After long discussion with the patient I will put the patient on Antivert 12.5 mg one to two every eight hour as needed. I also advised to see ENT specialist for vertigo and I will discuss his hypotension with Dr. Babu Makkena who is his cardiologist and see if anything could be done.
