CHIEF COMPLAINT: Pregnancy test needed.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 33-year-old woman who has been trying to get pregnant for some time. The patient states that her test at home was positive which she does not trust the test at home. I told her that the pregnancy test at home is very sensitive and most likely 99.9% she is pregnant. Otherwise, next step is to actually see the fetus via ultrasound. Nevertheless, she would like a beta-hCG done via blood.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: No recent immunization.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She does not smoke. She does not drink. Last period on 07/15/2022.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. The patient feels tired, has breast tenderness and has a positive pregnancy test, and is excited about being pregnant.

2. She wants confirmation via beta-hCG blood test.

3. This has been ordered quantitative.

4. We call the patient with the results tomorrow as soon as available.
5. Avoid risky behavior. No smoking. No drinking alcohol.

6. Obtain prenatal vitamin and go ahead and make an appointment with the OB/GYN because she most likely is pregnant.
