PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Seasonal allergies.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tonsils and adenoids.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Xyzal.
ALLERGIES: None.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No exposure to smoking.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert, awake and is in no distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 113/57. Pulse 68. Respiratory rate 16. Temperature 98.4. O2 saturation 99%. He weighs 73 pounds.

HEENT: TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.

HEART: Positive S1 and S2.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

SKIN: No rash.
Strep test is positive.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Positive strep pharyngitis.

2. No sign of peritonsillar abscess.

3. Amoxil prescribed.

4. Lots of liquid.

5. Tylenol/Advil.

6. If not improved in 24 hours, to come.

7. Look for respiratory distress, difficulty swallowing, high fever, sinus symptoms of peritonsillar abscess.
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
