REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 140/76. Pulse 81. Respiratory rate 16. Temperature 98. O2 saturation 98%. Weight 129 pounds.

HEENT: TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.

NECK: No JVD.

HEART: Positive S1 and S2.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft.
SKIN: No rash.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. The patient does have what looks like postnasal drip.

2. Strep test is negative.

3. The patient’s symptoms not consistent with COVID-19.
4. The patient is still having issues with seizures, seeing a neurologist, will continue doing so, she had a petit mal seizure on Monday.
5. We will treat with Bromfed and Medrol.
6. Strep test was negative.

7. The patient also states that when she gets dry she has a tendency to get dry throat and that is what hurts her.
8. If the patient develops fever, chills, or any other symptoms, she will return the next week for followup. No other medication changes were made today.
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
