CHIEF COMPLAINT: Diarrhea.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 68-year-old woman with history of hypertension, COPD, HSV-2 and chronic hematuria, comes in today with two days history of diarrhea.
She has had some abdominal cramps. She has had no nausea. She has been eating well. She has had no blood in the stool. She is a retired nurse. She is very in tune with her body and she states that she feels like COVID-19 that she had last week may be causing her symptoms today.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: As above.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hysterectomy complete, hernia surgery, and right breast biopsy.
ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She smokes. She does not drink alcohol. She does not use drugs.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Diarrhea.
2. History of COVID-19 last week.

3. Increase fluids.

4. Place the patient on a BRAT (bananas, rice, applesauce, toast) diet.
5. No nausea or vomiting.
6. Abdominal exam is very negative.

7. The patient received antibiotics and fluids on 08/22/2022.
8. Today, Bentyl was given for spasm 20 mg #30.
9. Come back next week.

10. If develops fever, chills or symptoms of colitis and/or diverticulitis, she will call us right away. The patient also did as nurse and knows how to increase fluids and how to look for symptoms of volume depletion.
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
