PATIENT NAME: Griffin, Sharion

DATE OF SERVICE: 08/24/2022
SUBJECTIVE: The patient has severe osteoarthritis of both knees and both knee joints are deformed and swollen. She was seen by Dr. Borra and he told her last time that she cannot have knee replacement because she is on dialysis and there is higher risk of infection. The patient wants second opinion and we told her to get note from Dr. Gibbons, her kidney specialist if she is cleared for knee replacement from the point of dialysis.

PLAN: The patient’s blood sugar was 130 at dialysis center. She has severe pain in knees and Norco will be increased to Norco 7.5 mg three times a day. Her blood pressure is high and amlodipine 5 mg daily was added. The patient has severe osteoarthritis of both knee, right knee, and more than the left knee. If she is cleared by Dr. Gibbons, we will refer her to different orthopedic surgeon. The patient was already cleared by cardiology for knee replacement.
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
