PATIENT NAME: Padilla, Carlos

DATE OF SERVICE: 08/24/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient’s blood pressure goes up in 170s at times and normal blood pressure is about 130 systolic. The patient was on lisinopril 10 mg daily and it was discontinued by VA Medical Center as his blood pressure was low.

PLAN: We restarted him at a smaller dose of lisinopril 5 mg daily and he will not take it if blood pressure is below 110 systolic. His hemoglobin A1c was 5.2 on June 27th at VA Medical Center. The patient was seen by Dr. Amaram before and he will call MCH ProCare Cardiology for followup with cardiologist.
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
