PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 97% at room air.

Blood pressure 149/91.
Pulse 96.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.7

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. She has a nontender mass in the left posterior triangle region just below her ear. No bleeding. No discharge. Site is not erythematous and site is not hot to touch.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. She bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Neck mass.
2. Elevated A1c.
3. Elevated blood pressure.
Labs were reviewed, labs revealed A1c of 5.8 and normal 5.6 all other variables are normal. She was given the opportunity to ask questions he states he has none.
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
