HISTORY: This is a 55-year-old gentleman here for a followup. The patient stated that he has some labs drawn on 07/27/2022 is here to review those results. He states he has no complaints.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 96% at room air.

Blood pressure 125/77.
Pulse 91.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.1.

HEENT: Normal. Nose: Clear discharge is congested.

RESPIRATORY: No respiratory distress. No use of accessory muscles.
CARDIAC: No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x 3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Hypercholesterolemia.
2. Nasal congestion.
3. Seasonal allergies.
The patient labs were reviewed and labs reveal elevated cholesterol as follows: Total cholesterol is elevated and LDL cholesterol is elevated.

The patient medications were refilled as follows:
1. Fenofibrate 160 mg one p.o. daily for nine days.

2. Mometasone nasal spray 50 mcg one spray b.i.d. for 10 days.  He was advised to increase fluids and to come back to clinic if worse and to take medication exactly as prescribed. He was given the opportunity to ask questions, he states he has none.
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
