History: Mr. Seegers came today, states his dizziness is not any better and he takes meclizine, but he has to take two or three meclizine’s to even feel better, but he states when he lies down, he gets very dizzy. When he tries to stand up, he is okay, but then the dizziness starts again. It sounds more like an ENT problem, but he seemed to have one-sided carotid bruit and I decided to do carotid ultrasound. I talked to him about CT of the head, but he was not too excited about getting that done, so at the current time, I also discussed labs with him. The second problem was we discussed the labs and his sugars were abnormal. His A1c has increased to 8.5, so I have decided to add glimepiride to his Synjardy and let see how he does. I told him to reduce the dose of gabapentin as that also can cause dizziness. The patient understands that. Rest of the physical is as in the chart. I told him we will need serial exams and not get lost for months plus he is on polypharmacy, so it is very important that we check on him more frequently. He may need an ENT consult and he may need a CT of the head. He does not have any weakness of any part of his body. He does not have any urinary incontinence nor a bowel incontinence.
