History: Mrs. West is an elderly white female who has lung cancer. There was recurrence of cancer despite radiation therapy and the patient was given chemotherapy and she was being seen today following her chemotherapy. Dr. Tripathy called me and stated that the patient was doing well as far as the MRI or the PET scan report for the lung nodules, but the patient’s blood pressure was about 70 mm and the pulse rate was 108. After he told me that we may hold off the blood pressure medicine, which is diltiazem and see how she does. I told him she is probably dehydrated because she lives by herself, she is chronically ill and petite and about 79 years old, so it is a good idea to hold off diltiazem, give her IV fluids and proceed further. I told that I may need to see her Monday in the office. She understands that.  I told him that her prognosis does not look good at this time. I told him that maybe we should send her to the emergency room, so that she could be admitted and made more comfortable as she lives by herself. He states he is going to give her fluids and see if she is helped or not. If they are not able to give her fluids, he will send them to emergency room.
