WALKER, WILLIAM
William Walker is a 49-year-old male nonsmoker with a history of poorly differentiated adenocarcinoma with liver metastasis. The patient currently is in tremendous amount of pain, requires Norco around the clock for pain control. He has also has had significant weight loss. On Megace his appetite has not been worked well. He also requires pancreatic enzyme to be able to take the type of food. He has lost 50 pounds and has had liver metastasis, abdominal wall metastasis as well as brain metastasis now. He has been tried on two cycles of full dose Folfirinox. The patient did respond initially with reduction in the tumor markers, but the subsequent CT scan of the abdomen showed significant increase in his metastatic disease and increased tumor load. The patient is currently in severe pain. He is anemic with increased liver function test. The patient also has been tried on fluorouracil plus Leucovorin plus irinotecan plus oxaliplatin in the past, again to no avail. Given the patient’s significant tumor burden worsening with CT results and overall nonresponse to the treatment, the patient has now been referred for hospice. The patient appears to be in pain. The pain is 9/10, requires around the clock medication. Appetite is very little. The patient is in the stupor state, not oriented to place, person or time. KPS score of 30%. Death is very near given the patient aggressive tumor and reasons mentioned above. He is expected to do poorly and is very much hospice appropriate. Most likely, the patient has less than six months to live. The patient will have less than six months to live given his current condition in the state of his pancreatic cancer with metastasis.
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
