Mr. Berry is a 69-year-old patient with history of malignant neoplasm of the right kidney. The patient with history of renal cancer. The patient with recent metastatic disease to lungs and bladder. The patient also has developed transitional cell cancer. Because of his disease, the patient has lost seven pounds since he has been on hospice. Given his stage IV cancer, he remains in pain. He has very little appetite. He eats about 10-15% of his food. He also suffers from severe emphysema. He requires continuous oxygen at 2L. He lives with his wife Janice who is the primary caregiver. His KPS score is now dropped to 40% from previous 50% and bowel and bladder incontinent. He wears a diaper and requires help with all ADLs which is again a change with last certification. Given the above mentioned findings in stage IV renal cancer with metastasis, the patient is definitely a candidate for hospice. We will continue certifying the patient for hospice at this time. He is expected to live less than six months.
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
