BUI, LYDIA
Ms. Bui is an 83-year-old woman with dementia with Lewy body. Her disease has left her in a terrible state of weakness, much diminished cognition, movement, behavioral changes, mood changes, sundowner syndrome, increased confusion, decreased weight 5.5 pounds since last visit. The patient lives with Kathy her daughter who is her primary caregiver. She is not able to walk any longer because of her severe weakness. She is forgetful. She is bowel and bladder incontinent and ADL dependent. KPS score of 40%. High risk of fall of course. She requires again incontinence 100% and requires 100% requirement with ADL. The patient requires feeding. Despite being fed, she eats very little. Her appetite has been dropped, but she is about 10% up her meals at this time. Overall, the patient’s Lewy body dementia is progressing and the patient is doing poorly. She remains hospice appropriate. Most likely has less than six months to live. The patient will be certified for hospice at this time.
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
