EMMICK, DOROTHY
Ms. Emmick is a 97-year-old lady who is being evaluated for recertification at this time with malignant neoplasm of pancreas. The patient also suffers from dementia with Lewy body, pancreatic cancer with widespread metastasis to distant organs, diabetes, weight loss, to be exact 3.5 pounds since last certification, which she did not have much to lose. The patient is in pain all the time, requires around the clock pain medication, ADL dependent, and bowel and bladder incontinent. The patient has failed treatment with chemo and radiation therapy in the past. She has been placed on hospice with stage IV pancreatic cancer. She is sleeping more about 8-20 hours a day. Weight loss and cachexia is the first thing we noticed when we see her with severe muscle wasting, protein-calorie malnutrition, bowel and bladder incontinence. She weighs less than 90 pounds. She has a KPS score of 40% and lives with her family who is her primary caregiver. Overall, prognosis remains poor and the patient is expected to die within the next few weeks to months given her end-stage pancreatic cancer.
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
