HAWLEY, JASON
Jason is a 41-year-old man who has been on hospice with end-stage subarachnoid hematoma from an aneurysm complicated by the patient is now in a vegetative state. He speaks very little. The patient is bed-bound. The patient has lost weight since the last evaluation of 5.5 pounds. He has had bouts of agitation, now been able to speak that has made the patient very frustrated. The patient before coming on hospice had no way of going to see his physician so he was in terrible pain at all times with the hospice involvement I am glad to report that the patient’s pain is controlled, but does require around-the-clock pain medication. He lives with his wife. The patient has a 16 French PEG tube that is fed via gravity or syringe food. He also has sacral stage II and a healed right side stage II that had been treated by hospice nurse and wound care specialist. He has a KPS score of 40% at this time. He is bowel and bladder incontinent. Total care nonverbal. The patient also has bouts of aspiration even though he is not fed any longer, but studies have shown that PEG tube never do such as the aspiration in patients with subarachnoid hemorrhage and/or strokes. He is at a high risk of developing pneumonia and subsequent death. Given his current findings, he remains hospice appropriate. Most likely, he has less than six months to live on hospice at this time.
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
