MARTINES, RAFAEL
Mr. Martines is being recertified today for hospice care. This 79-year-old gentleman has a history of vascular dementia. He also suffers from lower urinary tract infection, BPH, hyperlipidemia, sacral decubitus ulcer stage II which is never going to heal because of his severe protein-calorie malnutrition and muscle wasting. He also has anxiety disorder. He is bed confined. He sleeps about 20-22 hours a day. Vascular dementia has left this man in a terrible state. He is no longer able to speak. He is in pain and eats only about 5 to 10% of his meals now. He requires medication around the clock to control his symptoms of anxiety and pain. He is ADL dependent. He is total bowel and bladder incontinent. His KPS score is 40% at this time. His decubitus ulcer has worsens since last certification and given his other changes advanced age and vascular dementia, he most likely will not survive more than six months hence makes him hospice appropriate and therefore the patient can be recertified for hospice at this time.
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
