CHIEF COMPLAINT: Mr. Hamlet was seen regarding increased swelling on the leg and much more on the left compared to the right. He denies any significant pain, but he is very confused. He does have slight degree of edema diffusely. His hypertension is controlled. He denies any shortness of breath or chest pain.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He is not acutely distressed. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 122/69, temperature 96.6, and respiratory rate was 18. He is not oriented to time and place at all. He is not getting up well. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Extremities: He has significant swelling of the left leg compared to the right. There is however some edema bilaterally and in the arms as well. He has slight redness of that length.

Assessment/plan:
1. Mr. Hamlet has edema especially of the left because of the differential in size, I will order venous Doppler. I will also increase hydrochlorothiazide to 25 mg daily.

2. His hypertension is controlled with losartan 100 mg daily plus hydrochlorothiazide 12.5 mg daily. His dementia has progressed.
