Mr. Terry was seen regarding a mass in the right side of his neck. He denies any significant pain and he was confused a bit. He could answer few questions. He also has history of schizophrenia. He has had a period of aggression and violence but he was quite cooperative when seen. However, there is some confusion and he does not get up and he is weakened.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He was debilitated, not oriented, and get poverty of speech. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 114/58, pulse 88, O2 saturation 97%, and temperature 97.7. Head & Neck: Revealed a mass on the right side of his neck that enlarged it could be nodes or enlarged mass. I ordered a CT and that suggested metastatic cancer. His mass is nontender. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No S3 or S4. Abdomen: Soft and nontender.

Assessment/plan:
1. Mr. Terry has a mass that could be a metastatic neoplasm. I will get CT of the chest, abdomen, and pelvis to search for primary and we will make a referral and after that we will consider making a referral for a biopsy.

2. He has dementia, which is quite severe. He has difficulty to assess in view of his schizophrenia. He had recent hospitalization. I will continue Depakote, Invega, and Lamictal.

3. He has prostatic hypertrophy and I will continue tamsulosin 0.4 mg daily.
