CHIEF COMPLAINT: Mr. Baksa was seen regarding a fever. He had a temperature over 38 yesterday. He was feeling a bit fatigued and there was a very slight cough, otherwise, there are no new findings. Currently, he is better and temperature is 99.3. He denies any dyspnea, sore throat, ear ache, nasal congestion, diarrhea, or any dysuria.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He was not distressed or ill appearing. Vital Signs: Temperature 99.3, blood pressure 122/48, and pulse was 78. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No S3 or S4. No murmur. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Oral mucus membranes were normal. Throat was unremarkable. There is no calf tenderness. Neck: Supple.

Assessment/plan:
1. Mr. Baksa has a fever, but there were no specific physical findings. I was told that he tested negative for COVID. He denies any dyspnea. He is pleasantly confused and he could answer basic questions.

2. Mr. Baksa has a fever so far there is no acute pathology and might just be a momentary viral infection. The staff will monitor this. I will not add any new treatments.
