PATIENT NAME: Bell, Donna

DATE OF SERVICE: 08/25/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient had gone to the emergency room at Medical Center Hospital on July 28, 2022 thinking that she had a mini stroke however CT scan and CT angiogram did not show any evidence of stroke. The patient was found to have urinary tract infection and was started on Cipro 500 mg twice a day. The patient advised to follow up in our office in three days, but she did not come. She came today she think she has urinary tract infection.

PLAN: We looked at ORMC records. Her urine culture had grown E. coli resistant to Cipro but sensitive to nitrofurantoin. The patient did not get nitrofurantoin. Nitrofurantoin 100 mg twice a day was ordered for seven days. Today, the patient will get urinalysis and urine culture at CPL Laboratory today before she starts nitrofurantoin. She will be seen again as per previous appointment. She does not have any neurological deficit.
