On 08/25/2022, I had received a call from the patient’s parents stating that the patient was not doing good, was staying in a fetal position in his room. We immediately advised them that the patient be hospitalized if he is not doing well, as that seems to be a significant withdrawal and the father had also stated that he was not coming out of his room, etc. Then, we got a message from the father that the patient had already been evaluated at Baylor Scott & White Clinic and they had recommended outpatient therapy after being interviewed by MHMR. They did not consider the patient’s condition to be serious. We have expressed our opinion to the parents that the patient be hospitalized and this is the best we can do, but they went ahead and set up an outpatient appointment with us next week.

Prognosis: Remains guarded. We have advised the parents that the patient be hospitalized and they have decided not to act on it and, at this point, the patient’s condition is unknown, but we will see him as soon as possible in the office because that is what they want to do.
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
