FACE-TO-FACE

This is an 80-year-old woman who has just been transferred to a new group home is being evaluated today for face-to-face. She has severe COPD, which she is on oxygen for at this time.

The patient is on hospice because of her end-stage dementia; to be exact, Lewy body dementia. She also suffers from urinary tract infection as well as hypertension. Since last evaluation, the patient has lost 4½ pounds. The patient has protein-calorie malnutrition, muscle wasting, total ADL dependency, bowel and bladder incontinent, and decreased mentation. As I mentioned, she also has use of oxygen at all times. She has a concentrator at home.

Given her muscle wasting, temporal wasting and the protein-calorie malnutrition, the question regarding PEG tube again was discussed with family. They are very much in agreement with no resuscitation and/or tube feeding for this woman.

Since last visit, the patient is sleeping better with current medication and her blood pressure is controlled.

The patient’s constipation is controlled and sundowner symptoms are better. Given the patient’s weight loss, her worsening mentation, her advanced dementia and her other comorbidities including end-stage COPD requiring oxygen and hypertension, it is appropriate for the patient to continue with hospice care at this time.
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
