This is a 70-year-old gentleman currently on hospice for end-stage dementia. The patient is being evaluated for face-to-face with the presence of his wife. She is a wife of 12 years who is his main caretaker. The patient has required increased medication since last visit to control his symptoms. He suffers from hypertension, seizure disorder, COPD, of course end-stage dementia, which he is on hospice for, anxiety, agitation, sundowner syndrome and chronic pain related to liver disease and cirrhosis. He also has a history of end-stage alcoholic disease with end-stage liver disease and increased ammonia levels in the past. The patient is less belligerent. For this reason, wife is more at peace since more family members can come and visit the patient at this time. His agitation is better controlled with medication; nevertheless, he is eating less, he has lost 5 pounds since last evaluation. It is also noteworthy to mention that the patient is total ADL dependent and has bowel and bladder incontinence. The patient at times is no longer oriented to person, which he was previously. Given his current findings along with advanced and steady worsening of his dementia, the patient remains hospice appropriate at this time.
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
