The patient presents with history of being sick since Sunday with fever, taken to Kingwood Hospital, they thought it was a virus, but then they had a look at the inner ear, has spots on her body for the past few months. She now has continued congestion with fever and has not been eating according to mother.
PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents with six-day history of fever, congestion, and decreased fluids for the past several days and questionable right ear pain. Mother reports a temperature of 103 yesterday. 
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies. 
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: She states that she is congested a lot without treatment per pediatrician. Past medical history uneventful.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight watering of eyes without erythema. Pharyngeal erythema. Neck: Without adenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.

The patient had strep and COVID tests performed, both of which were negative.

IMPRESSION: Viral upper respiratory infection with suspected right otitis media with fever.
PLAN: The patient was given prescription for amoxicillin and Ciprodex. Temperature precautions. Advised to follow up with pediatrician if it is not clearing over the weekend and here as needed.
