The patient is seen with complaints of nausea and vomiting, tired, mild fever, and stomachache for the past few days, requesting COVID test.
PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient has complaints of vomiting with lethargy for the past four days. She has history of anxiety with nausea and vomiting episodes. Given Zoloft before and Zofran.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: The patient is on Zofran.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory. Mother trying to get into counseling center Ray of Hope.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Has had positive COVID two weeks ago. She states she was constipated, but not now. History of anxiety disorder, treated with Zoloft and hydroxyzine as she has some sleep disturbance.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Within normal limits.
LABORATORY TESTS: Flu, strep and COVID tests were all negative. Urinalysis was clear.
IMPRESSION: Vomiting with viral syndrome, history of school phobia with anxiety disorder.
PLAN: Advised to continue current medications and fluids. Follow up with pediatrician. To miss school until Monday or as needed until followup with pediatrician.
