CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of runny nose, green mucus, cough, and stomachache with fever for the past two days with temperature of 101.2 in the office.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Fever, cough, and congestion with cold for the past one and half days, now worse with increased congestion. She states home COVID test was negative.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Preemie at four weeks early, birth weight of 5 pounds.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Stomach pain last week in the epigastric area, seen by PD three days ago with negative evaluation. Past history of four and a half weeks premature.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: With scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Negative for cyanosis, edema or clubbing. Skin: Negative for rashes or discoloration. Neurological: Within normal limits.

DIAGNOSIS: The patient was diagnosed with upper respiratory infection.
PLAN: Given prescription for azithromycin with an advice to follow up with pediatrician that she sees at Premature Clinic in The Woodlands as needed.
