REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative. Past Medical History: Old records reviewed.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.

FINAL DIAGNOSES: Anxiety, insomnia disorder, hypertension.

PLANS: Medications refilled include trazodone 50 mg, propranolol 10 mg and sertraline 50 mg. Follow up in two to three months for regular care.
