The patient presents with left earache.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Left ear pain for the past two days post swimming.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

ALLERGIES: CEFDINIR.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past history of otitis media with ear tubes. Mother states that they have seen a chiropractor for manipulations and to treat for ear infections with temperature with excellent results, has been followed up with pediatrician.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight erythema to left TM. 1+ tenderness to left external auditory canal. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Left otitis externa.
PLAN: The patient is given prescription for Ciprodex ear drops. Follow up with pediatrician.
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
