The patient presents with history of fever, runny nose, and discharge from eyes with a recent visit to pediatrician with positive culture for Haemophilus influenza and Moraxella, placed on amoxicillin.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Temperature of 101 with fever, cough, and congestion for the past two days. Today, temperature 99. The patient was seen by pediatrician recently with recommendation for nebulizer with culture showing adenovirus *__________*
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Amoxicillin.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past medical history uneventful.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Injected conjunctiva with slight exudate. Erythema of pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.

The patient had strep and COVID testing done in our clinic which were both negative.

DIAGNOSIS: Upper respiratory infection.
PLAN: The patient was advised to continue amoxicillin and eye drops. Followup with pediatrician scheduled for tomorrow.
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
