HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Mr. Priest is a 66-year-old Caucasian male seen today on rounds. The patient is hemodynamically and clinically stable. There has been no endorsement of nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, constipation, abdominal pain, chest pain, vision changes, hearing changes, shortness of breath, or bleeding. The patient wife complaining of increase pain in bilateral legs and workup was negative with pain medication adjustment. No acute concerns voiced by the bedside nurse at this time.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Occlusion and stenosis of carotid artery, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, hypothyroidism, GERD, altered mental status, obesity, TIA, and type II diabetes.

ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN, TRAMADOL, and SOMA.

MEDICATIONS: Albuterol sulfate as needed, alogliptin, aspirin, atorvastatin, carvedilol, duloxetine, enoxaparin, fluticasone propionate, levothyroxine, Lidoderm patch, losartan, Lyrica, nifedipine, sucralfate, and Tylenol No. 3 as needed.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As per above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 128/72, temperature 97.1, heart rate 68, respiration 16, blood sugar 183, and oxygen saturation 97% on room air. 
HEENT: Benign. Neck: Supple. No JVD noted. Lungs: Clear to auscultation bilaterally. Chest rises even and symmetrically. Cardiovascular: Regular rate and regular rhythm. Normal S1 and S2. No clicks, rubs, or murmurs. Abdomen: Soft, nontender, and nondistended. Bowel sounds presents x4. Neurological: Grossly nonfocal. Dermatological: Shows no suspicious lesions.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Hyperlipidemia. Continue current medications.
2. Hypothyroidism. Continue current medications.

3. Type II diabetes. Continue to monitor and treat with diet and medications.
