The patient presents with history of temperature for the past three days.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Fever, cough, congestion, and occasional sore throat for the past three days.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past Medical History: History of bronchitis with questionable pneumonia last year.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Pharyngeal erythema. Neck: Negative adenopathy or stiffness. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi, moderate amount, without wheezing or rales. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuro: Within normal limits.

The patient had a chest x-ray because of increased lung sounds which showed no abnormality.
COVID and strep tests were performed and been positive for strep.

FINAL DIAGNOSES: Bronchitis, upper respiratory infection, and strep pharyngitis.

PLAN: The patient is given amoxicillin to take for 10 days. Follow up as needed.
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
