CHIEF COMPLAINT: Mr. Lakins was seen because of a lump in his neck. He had a CT of the neck that showed a mass in the area of the jaw. He has a past history of bladder cancer. He does have an appointment with urologist and a recent cystoscopy was negative. The lump in the jaw was present for two and half months and the nurse practitioner saw it when applying eardrops for earwax. It is grown slightly. There is no pain there, but it is harder to eat and drink and that has become more difficult. Lump is about 4 cm in diameter. It could be a lymph node or a mass. His speech is a little bit garbled. He has had stroke with right hemiplegia in the past. He has sister-in-law who is his closet relative spoke for him quite a bit during the visit. He denies any headache or any jaw claudication. He has some degree of dyarthria following his stroke too He has osteoarthritis, but that is not bothering him now. He has history of major depression, but that seems to be controlled. He has hypertension which is currently stable. There are no headaches, any chest pain, or any cardiac problems.

PAST HISTORY: Positive for stroke with right hemiplegia and dysarthria, hypertension, and osteoarthritis.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Constitutional: No fever or chills, unclear about weight change. Eye: No visual complaints. ENT: It is more difficult to eat and drink due to the jaw lesion. Respiratory: No dyspnea, cough, or sputum. Cardiovascular: No chest pain or palpitations. GI: No abdominal pain or vomiting, but there is occasional diarrhea. No heart burn. GU: No dysuria or hematuria and stream seems okay. Neurologic: He has right hemiplegia and denies headaches, fainting or seizures.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He was not acutely ill or distressed but he was slightly debilitated and walked very short just with a walker. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 136/50, temperature 98.1, O2 saturation 94%, and pulse 62. Head & Neck: He has a mass in the area of the jaw that is 4 cm in diameter. It is not tender. Oral mucosa is normal. I did not feel much inside of the jaw. There is no redness and there is no necrosis anywhere. Throat was normal. Ears were normal on inspection. Eyelids and conjunctivae are normal. Extraocular movements are normal. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation without labored breathing. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No S3. No S4. No murmur. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. No palpable organomegaly or mass. Neurologic: Cranial nerves revealed a very slight right facial weakness. He is weak in the right shoulder. Sensation is intact in all extremities. Musculoskeletal: There is markedly decreased right shoulder range of motion due to right hemiplegia. No acute synovitis or inflammation anywhere. Pulses are normal. Skin: Intact, warm, and dry without any rash or major lesions.
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Assessment/plan:
1. Mr. Lakins has lesion in the left side of the neck that is compatible with either lymph node or metastatic lesion or jaw tumor. We will refer to an oncologist surgeon for biopsy. He likely will need CT of the chest, abdomen, and pelvis. This could be metastatic, but rule out a primary or second tumor.

2. He has hypertension currently controlled with losartan 100 mg daily plus Norvasc 5 mg daily plus hydralyzine 50 mg three times a day and he is on carvedilol 50 mg twice a day.

3. He has prostatic hypertrophy and I will continue Flomax 0.4 mg daily.

4. He had history of stroke and I will continue his Plavix 75 mg daily and atorvastatin 20 mg daily.

5. He has major depression and I will continue citalopram 10 mg daily.
