Mrs. Brouillet was seen regarding pain in the left hip.

History: Mrs. Brouillet had a fall about one to two months ago. She continues to have pain of the left hip. Tylenol No. 3 is making her more confused and her daughter notes that she was confused and even out of it and very sleepy during that timeframe. It did help the pain though. She does have Alzheimer’s disease it is about the same as last visit. She has coronary artery disease, which is currently stable without any recent chest pain. She has essential hypertension, which appears controlled also. She has no other new complaints.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: She is not distressed. She was a bit weak. She still has pain in the area of the left hip and lower back. There is tenderness there. Despite pain with moving the hip. Head & Neck: Unremarkable. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation without labored breathing. Cardiovascular: Normal heart sounds. No gallop. No murmur. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Mental Status: In orientation to time, she scored 4/5. She could not tell me the date, but told me the day, month, and even season. In orientation to place, she scored 4/5. She could not recall the county but recall the place, city, state, and floor.

Assessment/plan:
1. Due to her pain and her confusion with the Tylenol No. 3, we will change the Tylenol 650 mg scheduled t.i.d. and had a lidocaine patch to the left hip.

2. She has dementia and I will continue donepezil 5 mg daily.

3. She has coronary artery disease, which is stable and I will continue ranolazine 500 mg two tablets twice a day plus isosorbide mononitrate 30 mg daily plus metoprolol 12.5 mg twice a day plus Brilinta 90 mg twice a day. She is also on atorvastatin 40 mg at bedtime.

4. Severe hypertension controlled with metoprolol 12.5 mg twice plus lisinopril 5 mg daily. Overall, I will continue the current plan.
