Mrs. Sedar was seen in followup of post trigeminal neuralgia and previous shingles. She also has history of hypertension, seizures, and gastroesophageal reflux disease.

History: Mrs. Sedar has completed some gabapentin and did fairly well but the pain has occurred but not as extreme as in the past. She had *__________* left side of her face. There are no visual changes. She does have also allergic rhinitis and feels she has allergies and has started using Claritin 10 mg daily. She denies any current cardiac symptoms. Her heartburn is controlled and there has been no recent seizures.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative for chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, bleeding, or constipation.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: She is not acutely distressed. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 120/66, pulse 92, temperature 97.3, and O2 saturation 97%. Head & Neck: Unremarkable. Eyelids and conjunctivae are normal. Pupils are equal and reactive. There is no scalp tenderness. There are no lesions on the scalp. No vesicles. They have been disappeared for many months now. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. 
Abdomen: Nontender. CNS: Carinal nerves are normal. Sensation is Intact. She ambulates throughout.

Assessment/plan:
1. Mrs. Sedar still has some component of post herpetic neuralgia and I will restart gabapentin 100 mg twice a day for another month or so. The pain is getting better.

2. Her hypertension is controlled with Norvasc 10 mg daily.

3. Her seizure disorder is controlled with Keppra 250 mg b.i.d.

4. Lipid panel was reviewed and most recent one showed HDL of 88, LDL of 70, and non-HDL of 119. She may remain off the Lipitor. She is on Protonix for gastroesophageal reflux disease and this is control.
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
