Dear Mrs. Geitman:

This is a followup for Mr. Maddocks with chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in February.  Recent cystoscopy, negative biopsy Dr. Witzke, urology.  No malignancy.  Weight down to 221 by doing a diet.  He has also progressive memory issues, dementia, comes accompanied with wife.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  No blood in the urine.  Some problems of insomnia, not very physically active.  No chest pain, palpitation or syncopal episode.  No major dyspnea.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight blood pressure losartan, he is on methotrexate for rheumatoid arthritis with followup Dr. Diola, recent liver testing without abnormalities.

Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 116/72 right-sided.  Cooperative, normal speech.  No expressive aphasia.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular within normal limits.  No ascites, tenderness or masses.  No major edema.  He is able to get in and out of the stretcher by himself.
Labs:  Last chemistries are from August, for cell count no anemia.  Normal white blood cell and platelets.  Normal SGOT and SGPT.  No kidney numbers were done.  Last kidney numbers are from May.  At that time creatinine 1.1, GFR better than 60, which is considered normal.  Potassium in the low side, normal sodium, bicarbonate in the upper side.  Normal albumin and calcium.  Liver function test is not elevated.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Present kidney function appears to be normal, has fluctuated in the past between stage III and normal.

2. Hypertension appears to be well controlled.

3. No reported vomiting, diarrhea, he is not on diuretics.  Potassium has been in the low side, but presently improved.
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4. Rheumatoid arthritis on methotrexate without liver disease, hemoglobin is stable.

5. Abnormalities of the vertebrobasilar artery, no plans for intervention neurosurgeon, has underlying dementia clinically stable.  All issues discussed with the patient and wife.  Come back in the next six months.

All of the above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided and questions answered to the patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
