PATIENT NAME: Parker, Chiquita

DATE OF SERVICE: 08/29/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient feels well. However, her blood pressure is high at home and here blood pressure was 186 systolic. The patient was seen by Dr. Neerukonda and she had slight swelling of legs and Dr. Neerukonda discontinued amlodipine 10 mg daily and changed from irbesartan 150 mg to irbesartan 300/12.5 mg daily and her blood pressure has remained high. She also complains of vaginal yeast infection.

PLAN: Irbesartan/HCTZ 30/12.5 mg was discontinued and patient will go back to amlodipine 10 mg daily and irbesartan 150 mg daily. We will discontinue hydrochlorothiazide as it can aggravate chronic renal disease. Therefore, irbesartan/HCTZ will be discontinued and she will be given irbesartan 150 mg daily. Hydralazine dose will be increased to hydralazine 50 mg three times a day as her blood pressure is high. Monistat 7 was ordered for vaginal yeast infection. Blood tests were done today. Her blood sugar was 82 before breakfast today.
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
