PATIENT NAME: Limon, Rosa

DATE OF SERVICE: 08/29/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient was seen for transitional care. She was admitted at Medical Center Hospital from August 23, 2022 to August 25, 2022 with her right upper quadrant abdominal pain, CT of the abdomen and pelvis showed dilated common bile duct. Upper endoscopy showed gastritis. ERCP was attempted but it was unsuccessful. The patient continues to have severe pain and she called us on August 26, 2022 and we ordered Tylenol with Codeine. She was seen in the office today. We noticed blister from herpes zoster on the right upper quadrant of the abdomen. Her abdominal pain requiring hospitalization was most likely related to her herpes zoster.

PLAN: The patient was started on Valtrex 1 g three times a day for seven days and she will take it every eight hours. She was also started on gabapentin 100 mg one capsule or two capsule three times a day depending on her pain for post herpetic neuralgia. She will continue Synjardy XR. She will continue Tylenol with Codeine No. 3 and she needs a refill she will call us. The patient had a hemoglobin A1c done at Medical Center Hospital and it was 6.7. Therefore, we did not do hemoglobin A1c. Hemoglobin A1c was done on August 23, 2022 and it was 6.7. The patient will be seen again in three months as requested by her. Blood test will be done at that time.
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
