PATIENT NAME: Patel, Hina

DATE OF SERVICE: 08/29/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient developed back pain involving right leg from last night. Back pain is severe and she came today.

PLAN: Straight leg raising was painful beyond 30 degree in the right leg. The patient was started on naproxen 500 mg twice a day, Protonix 40 mg daily, gabapentin 100 mg one capsule three times a day, and tizanidine 4 mg at bedtime for pain in the right leg, most likely from lumbar disc disease. The patient also has symptoms of upper respiratory tract infection and azithromycin 500 mg, one tablet daily was ordered for five days. She complained of sore throat. The patient also was advised to get x-ray of lumbar spine. She did not want to take steroids because of the weight gain. If she does not improve, she will call us and we will order physical therapy next week. Later on, she may need MRI of lumbar spine.
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
