PATIENT NAME: Stevenson, Stella

SUBJECTIVE: The patient had nausea, bad taste in the mouth and fullness of the stomach and she went to Signature Care on August 27, 2022. Abdominal x-ray did not show any evidence of interstitial obstruction. Her last bowel motion was about six days ago. The patient has constipation. She has been seen by Dr. Andrew in the past and he has advised her to take Senokot tablet.

PLAN: Senokot tablets are not working. Therefore, we advised her to take combination of senna and docusate from HEB and she will take two tablets twice a day. The patient has acute constipation at present and she will use fleet enema, Dulcolax three tablets two times a day and magnesium stearate one bottle. After her acute constipation is gone, she will use senna and docusate. If that dose not help, she will call us for Linzess prescription. She has taken Linzess in the past. She will be seen again in one month.
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
