Thank you for this referral.

Richard was initially seen in January 2022 when he presented with history of a recent pulmonary embolism this was a recurrent episode. Initially, he had blood clots in the leg in 2015. The patient was placed on Eliquis and patient was again seen in April Eliquis was continued. Subsequently in April an ultrasound of right leg and thigh was done, which showed resolution of the previously discovered thrombus. The patient now comes here today for further advice. He had stopped the Eliquis about month ago.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is a very pleasant 49-year-old male.

Vital Signs: Weighing 235 pounds and blood pressure 139/93 recheck over 130/88.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.
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DIAGNOSES:
1. History of acute pulmonary embolism now resolved.

2. History of DVT now improved.

3. Mild hypertension for which he should see Beth Luna at A&H Family Clinic.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and get coagulation profile such as protein C, protein S, antithrombin 3 level, and also Factor V Leiden mutation and see if he has hypercoagulable status. If so then he might need some form of anticoagulation for long period of time maybe as simple as baby aspirin might suffice, however, he can make further recommendations once we get the lab results back.
