HISTORY: This is a 66-year-old female here for a followup. The patient was recently seen where she had an extensive workup including labs and ultrasound. On ultrasound lesions were noticed on her liver and she was sent for a CT scan, also she had a mass in the left side of her neck and she was also sent for a CT scan to have these lesions get evaluated. She is here to review the results of the CT scan. She states she has no complaints today.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 96% at room air.

Blood pressure 140/85.
Pulse 83.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.0.

HEENT: Normal.

RESPIRATORY: No respiratory distress. No use of accessory muscles. No paradoxical motion. 

ABDOMEN: No guarding. No visible peristalsis.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules.
EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. She bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x 3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Polycystic liver.
2. Salivary gland mass.
A review of a CT scan of her neck reveals on the left parotid gland, there is a 2.6×2.4×3 cm mass. There were no ductal inflammations or surrounding inflammation.

CT scan of her abdomen reveal a liver with numerous hepatic cyst, there are too numerous to count and too small to characterize. These lesions are located throughout the liver and no enhanced lesion is seen this is the reading from new radiologists. The patient was given a consult to GI to have liver cyst evaluated and a consult to otolaryngology for evaluation of mass to her left parotid gland. She was given the opportunity to ask questions, she states she has none.
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
