History: She was accompanied by her daughter to the office. She visited New Jersey, her other daughter for two months and she is back here again. She was given two six-week injections of Ozempic. They wanted to see if her Bydureon would be covered by their insurance and wanted a prescription. They know not to take both of them together. The patient’s med list was reconciled. The patient states her evening sugars are coming low, so advised her to hold off the evening Humalog that she takes about 10 to 13 units before each meal, so advised her to hold the third evening dose. She takes 40 units of Lantus once a day. The patient had an A1c done in May. So, we are going to do another A1c, microalbumin in urine, CBC and a CMP. She was also given vitamin D samples two capsules once a month to last for two months. Also, I discussed with her that diabetes is like a heart disease, it is not really just an endocrine disease and, with her age, we definitely need to do some cardiac workup and she is referred to cardiologist especially she told me when she goes for walk, she sweats, which I told her that sweating is always good because that releases the toxins from the body, so at this point, I have sent a cardiology referral. I have sent a referral to the eye doctor, Dr. Lindsay and she will see both of them and we will see her in the office in couple of months. I have given her the lab work.
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
