History: Mr. Smith was seen today. Mr. Smith had gone and seen Dr. Darryl Peterson for his symptoms of tingling and numbness in his hands. Dr. Darryl Peterson felt this was carpal tunnel syndrome, but he is a hand surgeon and he referred him to Dr. Steve Opersteny.
Mr. Smith has symptoms of tingling and numbness in the hands. Dr. Darryl Peterson sent him to Dr. Opersteny who did some nerve conduction testing that does not show cervical radiculopathy, but is suggestive of bilateral carpal tunnel syndrome and, knowing his problems, Dr. Peterson has recommended a major surgery and wrist fusion, which the patient is thinking at this time. He is not certain whether he wants to do that or not. He states the school started, but because of his disability, he has not started school and that has really helped him feel better and he is also going to undergo a right shoulder MRI for further evaluation of his right shoulder for rotator cuff tear and may need a shoulder replacement surgery. The patient states his anxiety and depression persist. He states he may apply for Social Security depending on what his standard insurance company does as far as his disability is concerned. He states he is only 64 years old, but he states he feels beaten up throughout his whole body and also mentally and not able to perform full functions. Rest of the exam is as in the chart.
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
