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1. DW, 48-year-old with left shoulder pain. The patient states that he has had pain for three months. No x-rays were done. Sent home with Toradol. I know Dr. Adedapo. So, I texted him and asked him why this patient did not have an x-ray. He states he cannot remember, but he will look into it next time he is at work. The patient was disappointed that he did not get an x-ray that is why he was there, he said.
2. FT, is a 57-year-old woman with a fall in the bathroom and hit her head. She had a scalp hematoma. There was no workup done, no CT scan and was sent home. She did not answer the phone.

3. DM, is a 32-year-old male status post right leg ORIF two days ago status post fall at home. X-ray did not show any issues or problems with hardware and was diagnosed with contusion. Given Toradol and was very appreciative of the care received.
4. TR, is a 23-year-old female seen with chills, body ache, and headache. Swab tests were negative. Diagnosed with viral URI, no treatment given and she was happy with the care.

5. DM, 41-year-old woman with low back pain and left leg pain, diagnosed with radiculopathy. X-rays were negative. Treated with Toradol and Norflex and then sent home with Flexeril and Toradol. The patient was happy with the care, is improving.

6. CV, is a 35-year-old with stomach pains. CBC, CMP, and CT negative. UA and UDS were negative. Sent home with Toradol. Referred to Dr. Moparty. Left message for the patient.

7. DJ, 56-year-old woman with cough, sneezing, and congestion. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with URI. Given Phenergan DM. She was happy with the care received.
8. *________*, 41-year-old woman with headache and body ache. Swab test negative. X-rays negative. Diagnosed with lumbago. Treated with Naprosyn. The patient was happy.

9. TN, 41-year-old with falling asleep, wanted a COVID test and feeling tired. CBC, CMP and swab tests were all negative. CT of the head was negative. UDS was negative. Diagnosed with possible seizures since he has had a history of seizures before, was referred to his doctor for further workup and testing. He was also happy with the care he received.
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10. AF, is a 30-year-old woman with sore throat, headache, and body aches. Swab tests were negative. Treated with Toradol for viral URI and body aches. She was upset because she had to go to a different emergency room the next day to get antibiotic because she had sinus infection and “our doctor did not catch it”

11. MR, is an 86-year-old woman with cough. Swab test negative. ABG was okay. CBC and CMP were okay. Sodium was 126. Chest x-ray was negative. Cardiac workup was negative. D-dimer was elevated, but before a CT could be done, the patient left AMA. When the patient was called, she hung up on me, did not want to talk about the visit.

12. KC, 13-year-old female seen with vomiting and stomach ache. CT showed possible adnexal mass. Ultrasound was recommended. Ultrasound was done which was negative. The patient also had a urinalysis which showed volume depletion. CBC and CMP, both ultrasound and CT of the abdomen were negative and the patient was sent home. Left message for the family, but no one has called me back yet.
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
