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1. KJ, 5-year-old child seen with coughing and congestion. Chest x-ray showed asthmatic bronchitis. Respiratory treatments, prednisone given. Sent home with respiratory treatment, prednisone and the family is very happy.

2. TW, 50-year-old woman with back, stomach pain and burning when urinating, diagnosed with UTI. Treated with Rocephin and Bactrim. Sent home. Left message for the patient to call me back.

3. LM, is a 23-year-old with nail avulsion. Part of the nail had just come off. No treatment needed. No answer on the phone. No workup needed.

4. DH, is a 14-year-old with shortness of breath after THC use, diagnosed with tachycardia, treated with Ativan and a full workup was done with urine tox screen and such. Family was very happy with the care. The child is doing well.

5. JS, is a 73-year-old gentleman with not being able to urinate. He had a Foley status post TURP. The Foley was replaced. His white count was okay. Sodium was 146. Urinalysis showed very much infected. Also, was diagnosed with urinary retention. He was upset because “the nurse was not nice to my lady friend in the emergency room,” but he is doing fine now medically.

6. AF, is a 5-year-old male with ear pain, diagnosed with otitis media, treated with cefdinir. Mother is happy.

7. TS, 47-year-old woman with leg pain. Leg is swollen. BMP negative. DVT studies negative. X-rays negative. CBC and CMP within normal limits. White count stable. Treated with Toradol. Sent to her PCP. Liked the experience and Dr. Maedo very well.

8. EL, is a 25-year-old woman with nausea, vomiting and diarrhea. CT was declined. Rest of the workup was negative. Diagnosed with gastroenteritis. The patient was treated with Zofran. The nausea is better, but she is now having copious amount of diarrhea and she is going to see her primary care physician, but she liked Dr. Maedo very much.
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9. MG, is an 18-year-old young man with symptoms of COVID. Test positive for COVID. Treated with Paxlovid, happy with the care. Quarantining for five days.

10. TW, 11-month-old baby, fell out of the basket and had contusion of his head. X-rays were negative for any fractures. No nausea, vomiting, or post-injury symptoms were noted. Mother is elated with Dr. Maedo.

11. CT, 34-year-old woman seen with tailbone pain after was thrown off a mechanical bull. Coccyx contusion was noted. Treated with Toradol. Liked the ER very well and the physician.

12. AG, 40-year-old woman with earache. Diagnosed with otitis media and otitis externa. Treated with Ciprodex and doxycycline and happy with the care.

13. RM, 8-year-old child with cold symptoms, diagnosed with URI and early otitis media. Swab test negative. Treated with Amoxil. All the numbers left in the ER were bad.

14. KM, is a 30-year-old with right hand injury because he punched another inmate in the jail house. X-rays were negative. Treated with sprain. He is in jail.

15. KC, is a 22-year-old woman with knee pain. X-rays negative, treated with Toradol IM and p.o. Liked the doctor very well and the staff.

16. LB, 30-year-old woman with arm pain and possible seizures. The patient had full workup, lab, and CT. X-ray of her shoulder before and after reduction because she did have a shoulder dislocation. She was sent home with Tylenol No.3. She is happy with the care, but she states her shoulder still hurts and a little swollen and she is going to go see her PCP.
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
