CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Over-the-counter medication for pinkeye.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past medical history uneventful.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Injected conjunctiva with exudate, right eye. Slight inflammation, left eye without pain. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Bowel sounds normoactive. Extremities: Negative. Skin: Negative. Neurologic: Negative.

IMPRESSION: Conjunctivitis.
