The patient presents with history of fever five days ago followed by congestion and sore throat.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Temperature of 100.8 four days ago reported and questionable temperature yesterday with cough and congestion, had been seen here five days ago with negative tests, returned with persistence of symptoms as above.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: ZITHROMAX, LATEX and other unknown agent.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past Medical History: History of frenulum of tongue post stretching procedures at Texas Children’s without surgery.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.

The patient had strep and COVID tests both of which were negative.

FINAL DIAGNOSES: Pharyngitis non-strep and influenza without evidence of COVID.
PLAN: Because of allergy to Zithromax, the patient was not given prescriptions, be observed and return to school in the next day or two.
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
