The patient is here for a DOT physical, but also here needing refill on medications.
PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is here for refills of lisinopril and Januvia, also to get DOT, but reports having had recent prostate infection, treated with Cipro with urological evaluation without abnormalities, but has continued to experience intermittent chills every few weeks over the past two months, since treated for prostatitis, has been re-seen by urologist with workup without other findings.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of hypertension, diabetes mellitus, hyperlipidemia, and hypogonadism.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: See chart.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise noncontributory. Past Medical History: See chart.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Without abnormality. Skin: Without abnormality. Extremities: Without abnormality. Neuropsychiatric: Without abnormality.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION: FUO, uncertain etiology per history, not confirmed, history of diabetes mellitus type II, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, and hypogonadism.
PLAN: The patient is to get lab profile in the morning to recheck labs, to track temperature. If he has any additional episodes of chills with question of temperature, to take temperature and document *__________* temperature reading with followup office visit during episode if possible for additional evaluation. Also, to return in a week and a half for completion of DOT, not completed today because of history of unexplained chills with possible temperature.
