Mr. Atchison is a 64-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding a multinodular goiter. He was diagnosed with a multinodular goiter three years ago in 2019. He also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, brain aneurysm about 14 years ago when he was 50 years old and a stroke about five years ago when he was around 59 years old. The patient states that he has had a biopsy of the nodules on his thyroid gland and they have all been benign. He denies any compressive symptoms at the thyroid. He denies any nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. He denies any significant changes in his weight. He denies any dry skin or generalized fatigue. He denies any changes in his hair or nails.

Plan:
1. For his multinodular goiter, we will get a current thyroid ultrasound and assess the status of these thyroid nodules. The patient states that he had a FNA biopsy of the dominant nodules in the past and they have all been benign. At this point, we will get a current thyroid ultrasound study and compared to the previous ultrasounds if they are available.

2. I will also check thyroid function studies including a TSH, free T4 and free T3 level as well as a TPO antibody level and a thyroglobulin antibody level.

3. For his GERD, he is on pantoprazole 20 mg daily.

4. For his hyperlipidemia, he is on atorvastatin 20 mg daily and fenofibrate 160 mg daily.
